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The risk are also different when index /stock futures are bought/sold visa- a- vie index/ stocks options
as in case of an index future there is a mark to market variation and the risk is much higher as
compared to buying an option, where the risk is limited to the extent of premium paid.

In terms of provision of SEBI circular dated August 18, 2010, the Scheme shall not write options or
purchase instruments with embedded written options.

The illustration below explains how one can gain using Index call / put option. These same principals
of profit / loss in an Index option apply in Toto to that for a stock option.

Call Option

Suppose an investor buys a Call option on 1 lot of CNX Nifty (Lot Size: 50 units)
> Nifty index (European option).

> Nifty 1 Lot Size: 50 units

> Spot Price (S): 3500

> Strike Price (x): 3550 (Out-of-Money Call Option)

> Premium: 100

Total Amount paid by the investor as premium [50*100] =5000

There are two possibilities i.e. either the index moves up over the strike price or remains below the
strike price.

Case 1- The index goes up

. An investor sells the Nifty Option described above before expiry:

Suppose the Nifty index moves up to 3600 in the spot market and the premium has moved to Rs 200
and there are 15 days more left for the expiry. The investor decides to reverse his position in the
market by selling his 1 Nifty call option as the option now is In the Money.

His gains are as follows:

. Nifty Spot: 3600

. Current Premium: Rs.200

. Premium paid: Rs.100

. Net Gain: Rs.200- Rs.100 = Rs.100 per unit

. Total gain on 1 lot of Nifty (50 units) = Rs.5000 (50*100)

In this case the premium of Rs.200 has an intrinsic value of Rs.50 per unit and the remaining Rs.150 is
the time value of the option.

. An investor exercises the Nifty Option at expiry

Suppose the Nifty index moves up to 3700 in the spot market on the expiry day and the investor
decides to reverse his position in the market by exercising the Nifty call option as the option now is in
the Money.

His gains are as follows:

. Nifty Spot: 3700

Premium paid: Rs.100

Exercise Price: 3550

Receivable on exercise: 3700-3550 = 150

Total Gain: Rs.2500 {(150-100)*50}

In this case the realised gain is only the intrinsic value, which is Rs.50, and there is no time value.

Case 2 - The Nifty index moves to any level below 3550

Then the investor does not gain anything but on the other hand his loss is limited to the premium paid:
Net Loss is Rs.5000 (Loss is capped to the extent of Premium Paid) (Rs 100 Premium paid*Lot Size:
50 units).

Put Option

Suppose an investor buys a Put option on 1 lot of CNX Nifty.
. Nifty 1 Lot Size: 50 units

. Spot Price (S): 3500
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. Strike Price (x): 3450 (Out-of-Money Put Option)
. Premium: 30
. Total Amount paid by the investor as premium [50*30] =1500

There are two possibilities i.e. either the index moves over the strike price or moves below the strike
price.

Let us analyze these scenarios.

Case 1 - The index goes down

. An investor sells the Nifty Option before expiry:

Suppose the Nifty index moves down to 3400 in the spot market and the premium has moved to Rs. 80
and there are 15 days more left for the expiry. The investor decides to reverse his position in the
market by selling his 1 Nifty Put Option as the option now is In the Money. His gains are as follows:
> Nifty Spot: 3400

> Premium paid: Rs.30

> Net Gain: Rs.80 - Rs.30 = Rs.50 per unit

> Total gain on 1 lot of Nifty (50 units) = Rs.2500 (50*50)

In this case the premium of Rs.80 has an intrinsic value of Rs.50 per unit and the remaining Rs.30 is
the time value of the option.

An investor exercises the Nifty Option at expiry (It is an European Option)

Suppose the Nifty index moves down to 3400 in the spot market on the expiry day and the investor
decides to reverse his position in the market by exercising the Nifty Put Option as the option now is In
the Money.

His gains are as follows:

Nifty Spot: 3400

Premium paid: Rs.30

Exercise Price: 3450

Gain on exercise: 3450-3400 = 50

Total Gain: Rs.1000 {(50-30)*50}

VVVYVYVYVY

In this case the realised amount is only the intrinsic value, which is Rs.50, and there is no time value in
this case.

Case 2 - If the Nifty index stays over the strike price which is 3450, in the spot market then the

investor does not gain anything but on the other hand his loss is limited to the premium paid.

> Nifty Spot: >3450

> Net Loss Rs.1500 (Loss is caped to the extent of Premium Paid) (Rs 30 Premium paid*Lot
Size: 50 units).

Risk Associated with these Strategies

> The risk of mis-pricing or improper valuation and the inability of derivatives to correlate
perfectly with underlying assets, rates and indices.
> Execution Risk: The prices which are seen on the screen need not be the same at which

execution will take place.

PORTFOLIO TURNOVER

The Scheme being an open ended equity scheme, it is expected that there would be a number of
subscriptions and redemptions on a daily basis. The fund management team depending on its view and
subject to there being an opportunity, may trade in securities, which will result in increase in portfolio
turnover. There may be an increase in transaction cost such as brokerage paid, if trading is done
frequently. However, the cost would be negligible as compared to the total expenses of the Scheme.
Frequent trading may increase the profits which will offset the increase in costs. The fund manager will
endeavour to optimize portfolio turnover to maximize gains and minimize risks keeping in mind the
cost associated with it. However, it is difficult to estimate with reasonable measure of accuracy, the
likely turnover in the portfolio of the Scheme.
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INVESTMENT BY THE AMC IN THE SCHEME
The AMC may invest in the Scheme on an ongoing basis subject to the SEBI (MF) Regulations. As per
the existing SEBI (MF) Regulations, the AMC will not charge investment management and advisory
fee on the investment made by it in the Scheme or other existing schemes of the Mutual Fund.

F. FUNDAMENTAL ATTRIBUTES
In terms of Regulation 18 (15A) of the SEBI (MF) Regulations, following are the fundamental
attributes of the Scheme:

(i) Type of a Scheme
An Open Ended Equity Scheme.

(i) Investment Objective
To provide long term capital appreciation by investing in a portfolio that is predominantly constituted
of Equity and Equity related Instruments of infrastructure companies.

Investment Strategy: Please refer to section Il E. ‘Investment Strategy’ on Page 30 of this
document.

Investment Pattern: The tentative Equity and Equity Related Instruments of companies engaged in
infrastructure sector and debt and money market instruments portfolio break-up with minimum and
maximum asset allocation is disclosed in Section on asset allocation pattern.

(iii) Terms of Issue

> Liquidity Provisions:
The Scheme being an open ended, the Units of the Scheme are not proposed to be listed on
any stock exchange. However, the AMC/Trustee reserve the right to list the Units as and when
the AMC/Trustee considers it necessary in the interest of Unit holders of the Scheme.

The Scheme offers Units for Purchase and Redemption at Applicable NAV on all Business
Days on an ongoing basis. The Mutual Fund will endeavor to dispatch the redemption
proceeds within 3 - 4 Business Days but not later than 10 Business Days from the acceptance
of a valid redemption request. In case the redemption proceeds are not dispatched within 10
Business Days of the date of receipt of valid redemption request, the AMC will pay interest @
15% p.a. or such other rate as may be prescribe from time to time.

In accordance with Regulation 18(15A) of the SEBI (MF) Regulations, the Trustees shall ensure that
no change in the fundamental attributes of the Scheme(s) and the Plan(s) / Option(s) there under or the
trust or fee and expenses payable or any other change which would modify the Scheme(s) and the
Plan(s) / Option(s) there under and affect the interests of Unit holders is carried out unless:

> A written communication about the proposed change is sent to each Unit holder and an
advertisement is given in one English daily newspaper having nationwide circulation as well
as in a newspaper published in the language of the region where the Head Office of the
Mutual Fund is situated; and

> The Unit holders are given an option for a period of 30 days to exit at the prevailing Net Asset
Value without any exit load.

G. BENCHMARK INDEX

The Benchmark for Religare Infrastructure Fund is S&P CNX 500. The performance of the Scheme
will be compared with that of benchmark. On the basis of Investment Objective / Pattern of the scheme
and composition of the index, S&P CNX 500 has been currently selected as the benchmark of the
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Scheme. Since, the Scheme will invest in equity and equity related instruments of companies engaged
in infrastructure sectors, S&P CNX 500 Index is the most appropriate Index for the Scheme.

About S&P CNX 500:

The S&P CNX 500 is India’s first broad based benchmark of the Indian capital market. The S&P CNX
500 represents about 90% of the free float market capitalization and about 87% of the total turnover on
the NSE as on September 30, 2010. The S&P CNX 500 companies are disaggregated into 72 industry
indices viz. S&P CNX Industry Indices. Industry weightages in the index reflect the industry
weightages in the market.

The Trustee / AMC reserve the right to change the benchmark for evaluation of performance of the
Scheme from time to time in conformity with the investment objective and appropriateness of the
benchmark subject to the SEBI Regulations and other prevailing guidelines.

H. FUND MANAGER FOR THE SCHEME
Mr. Amit Ganatra is the fund manager of the Scheme.

Amit, age 30 years, is a Commerce Graduate, Chartered Accountant and CFA. He has more than 7
years of experience in Indian equity markets. He has worked with DBS Cholamandalam Asset
Management Company Pvt. Ltd. as Analyst - Equity (Jan 2006 - Dec 2006), Fidelity India AMC as
Executive - Investment Compliance (Sept. 12, 2005 - Jan 2006), Fidelity Business Services India Pvt.
Ltd. as Sector Specialist - Equity Research (Nov 2003 - Sept. 11, 2005) and Centre For Monitoring
Indian Economy as Analyst (Apr 2003 - Oct 2003).

Mr. Amit Ganatra is also a fund manager of Religare Banking Fund and Religare PSU Equity Fund
(jointly with Mr. Verti Subramaniam).

1. INVESTMENT RESTRICTIONS
Pursuant to Regulations, specifically the Seventh schedule and amendments thereto, the following
investment restrictions are currently applicable to the Scheme:

1 The Scheme shall not invest more than 10% of its NAV in the equity shares or equity related
instruments of any company and in listed securities/units of Venture Capital Funds.

2 The Scheme shall not invest more than 5% of its NAV in the unlisted equity shares or equity
related instruments and in unlisted securities/units of Venture Capital Funds.

3 The Mutual Fund under all its Scheme(s) shall not own more than ten per cent of any
company’s paid up capital carrying voting rights.

4 The Scheme may invest in other schemes of the Mutual Fund or any other mutual fund

without charging any fees, provided the aggregate inter-scheme investment made by all the
schemes under the same management or in schemes under the management of any other asset
management company shall not exceed 5% of the Net Asset Value of the Fund.

5 The Scheme shall not make any investment in :

a) any unlisted security of an associate or group company of the sponsor; or’

b) any security issued by way of private placement by an associate or group company of
the sponsor; or

C) the listed securities of group companies of the sponsor which is in excess of 25% of
the net assets.

6 The Mutual Fund shall get the securities purchased transferred in the name of the Fund on
account of the concerned Scheme, wherever investments are intended to be of a long-term
nature.

7 Transfer of investments from one scheme to another scheme in the same Mutual Fund is
permitted provided:

a) such transfers are done at the prevailing market price for quoted instruments on spot
basis (spot basis shall have the same meaning as specified by a Stock Exchange for
spot transactions); and

b) the securities so transferred shall be in conformity with the investment objective of
the scheme to which such transfer has been made.
8 The Mutual Fund shall buy and sell securities on the basis of deliveries and shall in all cases

of purchases, take delivery of relevant securities and in all cases of sale, deliver the securities:
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Provided that the Mutual Fund may engage in short selling of securities in accordance with the
framework relating to short selling and securities lending and borrowing specified by SEBI.

Provided further that the Mutual Fund may enter into derivatives transactions in a recognized
stock exchange, subject to the framework specified by SEBI.

Provided further that sale of government security already contracted for purchase shall be
permitted in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India in this regard.

The Scheme shall not make any investment in any fund of funds scheme.

The Scheme will comply with the following restrictions for trading in exchange traded
derivatives, as specified by SEBI vide its circular DNPD/Cir-29/2005 dated September 14,
2005 read along with Circular SEBI/DNPD/Cir-31/2006 dated September 22, 2006 as may be
amended from time to time:

Position limit for the Mutual Fund in equity index options contracts

The Mutual Fund position limit in all index options contracts on a particular underlying index
shall be Rs. 500 crores or 15% of the total open interest of the market in index options,
whichever is higher, per stock exchange.

This limit would be applicable on open positions in all options contracts on a particular
underlying index.

Position limit for the Mutual Fund in equity index futures contracts:

The Mutual Fund position limit in all index futures contracts on a particular underlying index
shall be Rs.500 crores or 15% of the total open interest of the market in index futures,
whichever is higher, per stock exchange.

This limit would be applicable on open positions in all futures contracts on a particular
underlying index.

Additional position limit for hedging

In addition to the position limits at point (i) and (ii) above, the Mutual Fund may take
exposure in equity index derivatives subject to the following limits:

Short positions in index derivatives (short futures, short calls and long puts) shall not exceed
(in notional value) the Mutual Fund's holding of stocks.

Long positions in index derivatives (long futures, long calls and short puts) shall not exceed
(in notional value) the Mutual Fund's holding of cash, government securities, Treasury Bills
and similar instruments.

Position limit for Mutual Fund for stock based derivative contracts

The Mutual Fund position limit in a derivative contract on a particular underlying stock, i.e.
stock option contracts and stock futures contracts, is defined in the following manner:-

For stocks having applicable market-wide position limit (‘MWPL’) of Rs. 500 crores or more,
the combined futures and options position limit shall be 20% of applicable MWPL or Rs. 300
crores, whichever is lower and within which stock futures position cannot exceed 10% of
applicable MWPL or Rs. 150 crores, whichever is lower.

For stocks having applicable MWPL less than Rs. 500 crores, the combined futures and
options position limit would be 20% of applicable MWPL and futures position cannot exceed
20% of applicable MWPL or Rs. 50 crores whichever is lower.

Position limit for each scheme of a Mutual Fund

The scheme-wise position limit / disclosure requirements shall be:

For stock option and stock futures contracts, the gross open position across all derivative
contracts on a particular underlying stock of a scheme of a Mutual Fund shall not exceed the
higher of :

1% of the free float market capitalization (in terms of number of shares)

or

5% of the open interest in the derivative contract on a particular underlying stock (in terms of
number of contracts).
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b. This position limits shall be applicable on the combined position in all derivative contracts on
an underlying stock at a Stock Exchange.
c. For index based contracts, Mutual Funds shall disclose the total open interest held by its

scheme or all schemes put together in a particular underlying index, if such open interest
equals to or exceeds 15% of the open interest of all derivative contracts on that underlying
index.

In terms of SEBI circular Cir/IMD/DF/11/2010 dated August 18, 2010, the following
additional restrictions shall be applicable to the Scheme w.r.t investment in derivatives:

i The cumulative gross exposure through equity, debt and derivative positions should not
exceed 100% of the net assets of the scheme.

ii. The Scheme shall not write options or purchase instruments with embedded written options.

iii. The total exposure related to option premium paid must not exceed 20% of the net assets of
the scheme.

iv. Cash or cash equivalents with residual maturity of less than 91 days may be treated as not
creating any exposure.

V. Exposure due to hedging positions may not be included in the above mentioned limits subject
to the following:

a) Hedging positions are the derivative positions that reduce possible losses on an
existing position in securities and till the existing position remains.

b) Hedging positions cannot be taken for existing derivative positions. Exposure due to
such positions shall have to be added and treated under limits mentioned in Point (i).

c) Any derivative instrument used to hedge has the same underlying security as the
existing position being hedged.

d) The quantity of underlying associated with the derivative position taken for hedging
purposes does not exceed the quantity of the existing position against which hedge
has been taken.

Vi. The Scheme may enter into plain vanilla interest rate swaps for hedging purposes. The counter
party in such transactions has to be an entity recognized as a market maker by RBI. Further,
the value of the notional principal in such cases must not exceed the value of respective
existing assets being hedged by the Scheme. Exposure to a single counterparty in such
transactions should not exceed 10% of the net assets of the Scheme.

vii. Exposure due to derivative positions taken for hedging purposes in excess of the underlying
position against which the hedging position has been taken, shall be treated under the limits
mentioned in point (i).

viii. Definition of Exposure in case of Derivative Positions:
Each position taken in derivatives shall have an associated exposure as defined under.
Exposure is the maximum possible loss that may occur on a position. However, certain
derivative positions may theoretically have unlimited possible loss. Exposure in derivative
positions shall be computed as follows:

Position Exposure
Long Future Futures Price * Lot Size * Number of Contracts
Short Future Futures Price * Lot Size * Number of Contracts
Option bought Option Premium Paid * Lot Size * Number of Contracts.
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11 Pending deployment of the funds of Scheme in securities in terms of the investment objective
of the Scheme, the AMC may park the funds of Scheme in short term deposits of scheduled
commercial banks, subject to the guidelines issued by SEBI vide its circular dated April 16,
2007 as may be amended from time to time:

The Scheme will comply with the following guidelines/restrictions for parking of funds in
short term deposits:

i “Short Term” for such parking of funds by the Scheme shall be treated as a period not
exceeding 91 days. Such short-term deposits shall be held in the name of the Scheme.

ii. The Scheme shall not park more than 15% of the net assets in short term deposit(s) of all the
scheduled commercial banks put together. However, such limit may be raised to 20% with
prior approval of the Trustees.

iii. Parking of funds in short term deposits of associate and sponsor scheduled commercial banks
together shall not exceed 20% of total deployment by the Mutual Fund in short term deposits.

iv. The Scheme shall not park more than 10% of the net assets in short term deposit(s), with any
one scheduled commercial bank including its subsidiaries.

V. The Scheme shall not park funds in short term deposit of a bank which has invested in that
Scheme.

However, the above provisions will not apply to term deposits placed as margins for trading in
cash and derivatives market.

12 The Scheme shall not advance any loans.

13 The Fund shall not borrow except to meet temporary liquidity needs of the Fund for the
purpose of repurchase/redemption of Units or payment of interest and/or dividend to the Unit
holders.

Provided that the Fund shall not borrow more than 20% of the net assets of the individual
Scheme and the duration of the borrowing shall not exceed a period of 6 month

The Scheme will comply with the other Regulations applicable to the investments of Mutual Funds
from time to time.

Over and above the restrictions on investments as per SEBI regulations the AMC will follow the
following internal norms vis-a-vis exposure to particular scrip, sector, etc:

At the time of investment, the Scheme shall not take an exposure higher than 9.5% of the NAV of the
Scheme into any one company. In case due to appreciation the exposure goes above 12.5% the fund
manager will sell part of the holding so as to restrict the exposure below 12.5%. The industry exposure
to a particular industry will not be over than 30% for any scheme of the mutual fund.

All the investment restrictions will be applicable at the time of making investments.
The AMC/Trustee may alter these above stated restrictions from time to time to the extent the SEBI

Regulations change, so as to permit the Scheme to make its investments in the full spectrum of
permitted investments for mutual funds to achieve its respective investment objective.

1. SIP offers monthly and quarterly (April/ July/ Oct/ Jan) frequency. Unit
holder can invest on monthly or quarterly basis on 3" 10", 15™ 20" or 25"
of each month/ quarter.

All the
post dated cheques must be of same date (either 3, 10", 15", 20™ or 25™)
and of the same amount. An investor is eligible to issue only one cheque per
month/quarter in the same SIP enrollment form. The first installment will be
processed at Applicable NAV based on time stamping. The second
installment will be processed latest for the available SIP date (currently 3",
10", 15™ 20" or 25™ of each month/ quarter) indicated by the investor, but
only after the expiry of 30 (thirty) Business Days from the date of first
installment.

6. Cheque(s) should be drawn in the name of the Scheme or its abbreviation
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and crossed “A/c Payee” e.g. “Religare Infrastructure Fund” or “RIF”. Unit
holder should write SIP enrollment Form or folio number on the reverse of
cheque accompanying SIP enrollment form.

7. The load structure prevailing at time of submission of SIP application
(whether for fresh enrollment or extension) will be applicable for all the SIP
installments specified in such application. Please refer to ‘Load Structure’ in
section ‘Fees and Expenses’ of Scheme Information Document of the
Scheme.

8. Unit holder has a right to discontinue the SIP facility at any time by sending
written request to any Official Points of Acceptance, at least 10 Business
Days prior to the next cheque date/ECS debit/Direct debit. On receipt of
such request, the SIP enrollment will be terminated and balance post dated
cheque(s), if any, will be returned to the Unit holder.

9. In case any cheque submitted by the investor for SIP installment or any
payment instruction for SIP installment is dishonored by the Bankers for the
reason of account of investor is closed, the AMC would discontinue the SIP
immediately and reserves the right to redeem the outstanding units if total
investment is below Rs. 5,000/-.

10. The AMC reserves the right to discontinue the SIP enrolment in case cheque
/ payment instruction submitted by Unit holder is not honored by Banker on
2 (two) consecutive occasions for either insufficiency of funds or as a result
of a stop payment instructions issued by the Unit holder and reserves the
right to redeem the outstanding units if total investment is below Rs. 5,000/-.

11. The facility will be automatically terminated upon receipt of intimation of
death of the Unit holder.

The AMC reserves right to change the frequency, date(s) or other terms and
conditions of SIP.

Systematic Transfer Plan (STP):

A Unit holder may enroll for Systematic Transfer Plan (STP) and choose to switch
from one scheme of Religare Mutual Fund to another scheme of Religare Mutual
Fund, which is available for investment at that time.

This facility enables the Unit holder to transfer fixed amount periodically from the
source scheme (“transferor scheme™) to target scheme (“transferee scheme”) by
redeeming units of the source scheme at Applicable NAV, subject to Exit Load, if
any and investing the same amount in target scheme at Applicable NAV.

The amount to be transferred (switched) will be converted into Units on the
scheduled date and such number of units will be subtracted from the unit balance
in the Unit holder account in the source (transferor) scheme. The amount so
switched will be invested in the target (transferee) scheme. Accordingly,
systematic transfer to be effective must comply with the redemption rules of
source/transferor scheme and issue rules of target /transferee scheme.

The Scheme offers STP facility subject to following terms & conditions:

1. Eligible Source (Transferor) Schemes for STP: Religare Liquid Fund,
Religare Ultra Short Term Fund, Religare Short Term Plan, Religare Active
Income Fund, Religare Credit Opportunities Fund, Religare Monthly Income
Plan and Religare Monthly Income Plan (MIP) Plus.

The above list is subject to change from time to time. Please contact the

nearest Investor Service Centre (ISC) of Religare Mutual Fund for updated

list.

STP offers weekly, monthly and quarterly (April/ July/ Oct/ Jan) frequency.

3. Unit holder can transfer the amount on the first Business Day of the week in
case of weekly frequency and on 3, 10", 15", 20™ or 25" of each month /
quarter. In case the date specified is a non Business Day or falls during a
book closure period, the transaction will be effected on next Business Day.

4. In case the frequency is not specified, it will be considered as application for

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monthly frequency and will be processed accordingly. In case the STP date
is not specified or in case of ambiguity, the STP transaction will be
processed on 15" of month / quarter. In case the end date is not specified, the
Fund would continue the STP till it receives termination notice from the
investor.

5. Minimum balance in the source (transferor) scheme should be Rs. 25,000 at
the time of enrollment for STP.

6. Minimum amount for each transfer should be Rs. 1,000 and in multiples of
Re.1 thereafter for weekly & monthly frequency or Rs. 1,500 and in
multiples of Re.1 thereafter for quarterly frequency.

7. Minimum number of installments should be 6 for weekly & monthly
frequency and 4 for quarterly frequency.

8. The load structure in the Scheme (target scheme) prevailing at time of
submission of STP application (whether for fresh enrollment or extension)
will be applicable for all the investment through STP specified in such
application.

9. In case the investor purchases additional Units in the source (transferor)
scheme, the STP facility would be extended to such additional units also.

10. Units marked under lien or pledge in the source scheme will not be eligible
for STP.

11. The unit holder who has opted for STP under a specific scheme can also
redeem or switch his units to any other eligible scheme provided he has
sufficient balance in his account on the date of such a request.

12. STP (in) and SWP cannot be simultaneously registered for a folio for the
same scheme.

13. In case the unit balance in the source (transferor) scheme is lesser than
amount specified by the Unit holders for STP, the AMC will transfer
remaining unit balance to target (transferee) scheme.

14. The facility will be automatically terminated if the units under the source
(transferor) scheme are pledged or upon receipt of intimation of death of the
Unit holder.

15. The transaction through STP will be subject to applicable exit load in the
source (transferor) scheme.

16. The application for start of STP should be submitted to Official Point(s) of
Acceptance at least 7 days before the date of commencement / start date of
STP. Unit holder may change the amount (but not below the minimum
specified) / frequency by giving written notice to any of the Official Point(s)
of Acceptance at least 7 days prior to next transfer / STP execution date.

17. Unit holder can discontinue STP facility at any time by sending a written
notice to any of the Official Point(s) of Acceptance, at least 7 days prior to
next transfer / STP execution date.

18. Unit holders details and mode of holding in the target (transferee) scheme
will be as per the existing folio in the source (transferor) scheme. Units in
the transferee scheme will be allotted in the same folio.

The AMC reserves right to change the frequency, date(s) or other terms and
conditions of STP.

Systematic Withdrawal Plan (SWP):

This facility enables the Unit holders to withdraw (subject to deduction of tax at
source, if any) a fixed amount periodically from the amount of investment
available in the Unit holder’s account at periodical intervals through a one-time
request. This facility is ideal for those Unit holders who seek inflow of the funds
on regular basis to meet their needs or who wish to withdraw from the investment
over a period of time.

The amount withdrawn under SWP by redemption will be converted into Units at
the NAV based prices and the number of Units so arrived will be deducted from
the Unit balance to the credit of that Unit holder.
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The Scheme offers SWP facility subject to following terms & conditions:

This facility offers two options to the Unit holders:

Fixed option: Under this option, the Unit holder can withdraw a fixed
amount on weekly/monthly/quarterly (April/ July/ Oct/ Jan) basis by
redemption of units in the Unit holders’ account.

Appreciation option: Under this option, the unit holder can withdraw a fixed
amount on weekly/monthly/quarterly (April/ July/ Oct/ Jan) basis by
redemption of appreciation, if any, in the value of Units.

Unit holder can withdraw the amount on the first Business Day of the week
in case of weekly frequency and on 3™ 10", 15", 20™ or 25" of each month /
quarter. In case the date specified is a non Business Day or falls during a
book closure period, the transaction would be effected on the next Business
Day.

In case the frequency is not specified, it will be considered as application for
monthly frequency and will be processed accordingly. In case the SWP date
is not specified or in case of ambiguity, the SWP transaction will be
processed on 15" of month / quarter. In case the end date is not specified, the
Fund would continue the SWP till it receives termination notice from the
investor.

Minimum balance in the Scheme should be Rs. 25,000 at the time of
enrollment for SWP.

Minimum amount for each withdrawal should be Rs. 1,000 and in multiples
of Re.l thereafter for weekly & monthly frequency or Rs. 1,500 and in
multiples of Re.1 thereafter for quarterly frequency.

Minimum number of withdrawals should be 6 for weekly & monthly
frequency and 4 for quarterly frequency.

In case of appreciation option, if, on the date of withdrawal, there is no
appreciation or appreciation is less than the amount specified by the Unit
holder, the redemption / withdrawal under this option will not be made.

In case the investor purchases additional Units in the Scheme under the same
folio, the SWP facility would be extended to such units also.

The facility will be automatically terminated if the units in the Scheme are
pledged or upon receipt of intimation of death of the Unit holder.

The redemption under SWP will be subject to applicable Exit Load.

SIP and SWP cannot be simultaneously registered for a folio for the same
scheme.

SWP and STP (in) cannot be simultaneously registered for a folio for the
same scheme.

The investor should indicate in his request, the commencement / start date
from which the appreciation in investment value should be computed. The
withdrawal will commence after one month from the commencement / start
date.

The application for start of SWP should be submitted to Official Point(s) of
Acceptance at least 7 days before the date of commencement / start date of
SWP. Unit holder may change the amount (but not below the minimum
specified) / frequency by giving written notice to any of the Official Point(s)
of Acceptance at least 7 days prior to next SWP execution date.

Unit holder can discontinue SWP facility at any time by sending a written
notice to any of the Official Point(s) of Acceptance, at least 7 days prior to
next SWP execution date.

If the balance under scheme falls below Rs. 5,000/ -, then AMC reserves the
right to redeem the balance units.

The AMC reserves right to change the frequency, date(s) or other terms and
conditions of SWP.

Switching Options

(a) Inter - Scheme Switching option
Unit holders under the Scheme have the option to switch part or all of their Unit
holdings in the Scheme to any other Scheme offered by the Mutual Fund from
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time to time. The Mutual Fund also provides the investors the flexibility to switch
their investments from any other scheme(s) / plan (s) offered by the Mutual Fund
to this Scheme. This option will be useful to Unit holders who wish to alter the
allocation of their investment among the scheme(s) / plan(s) of the Mutual Fund in
order to meet their changed investment needs.

The switch will be effected by way of a redemption of Units from the Scheme at
Applicable NAV, subject to Exit load, if any and reinvestment of the redemption
proceeds into another scheme offered by the Mutual Fund at Applicable NAV and
accordingly the switch must comply with the redemption rules of the Scheme and
the subscription rules of the other scheme.

(b) Intra -Scheme Switching option

Unit holders under the Scheme have the option to Switch their Unit holdings from
one option to another option (i.e. Growth to Dividend and vice-a-versa). No Exit
Load will be charged in respect of such intra-scheme switching in the Scheme.
The switches would be done at the Applicable NAV based prices and the
difference between the NAVs of the two options will be reflected in the number of
units allotted.

Switching shall be subject to the applicable “Cut off time and Applicable NAV”
stated elsewhere in the SID. In case of ‘switch’ transactions from one scheme to
another, the allocation shall be in line with redemption payouts.

Dividend Transfer Plan (DTP)

All the unit holders in the dividend plans (except Daily and Weekly frequencies in
the dividend plans) of all open-ended debt / liquid schemes mentioned below can
transfer their dividend to the Scheme by availing the facility of Dividend Transfer
Plan (DTP). To qualify for DTP, the following conditions should be met with:

e Eligible source schemes from which DTP is allowed: Religare Liquid Fund /
Religare Ultra Short Term Fund/ Religare Short Term Plan/ Religare Active
Income Fund/ Religare Credit Opportunities Fund/ Religare Monthly Income
Plan / Religare Monthly Income Plan (MIP) Plus.

The above list is subject to change from time to time. Please contact the
nearest Investor Service Centre (ISC) of Religare Mutual Fund for updated
list.

e The frequency of the transfer will depend on the dividend declared by the
plan in which the investment has been made.

e Minimum balance in the source scheme required to avail of Dividend
Transfer Plan is Rs.1,00,000/- or the Minimum investment applicable for the
scheme whichever is higher.

e The dividend amount from the “source scheme” should satisfy the
“minimum investment criteria” of the “target scheme”.

e The amount to the extent of the dividend (net of distribution tax) will be
automatically invested on the Ex-dividend date into the “target scheme” at
the NAV based prices of that scheme and equivalent units will be allotted.

e In case the dividend amount is less than “minimum investment” amount of
the “target scheme”, the dividend will be processed in the source scheme
itself.

e Please note that Religare AMC does not guarantee any dividend. Dividend is
subject to distributable surplus, if any, in the scheme.
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Event Trigger Plan (ETP)

Under this facility, the Unit holders may opt for withdrawal/ switch of units to any
other plan/ scheme on the occurrence of any one of the following events under
trigger option:

A. NAV reaches or crosses a particular value: e.g. NAV reaches or crosses Rs.
12.00. If NAV on the date of allotment of investment is less than Rs. 12.00,
the trigger will be activated when the NAV rises to Rs. 12.00 or more on
close of any day on which NAV is computed.

If NAV on the date of allotment of investment is more than Rs.12.00, the
trigger will be activated when the NAV falls to Rs. 12.00 or below on close
of any day on which NAV is computed. All transactions linked with trigger
will be on the basis of the Applicable NAV of the transaction day on which
NAV reaches, crosses or falls below Rs. 12.00.

B. Change in the value of units held by Unit holders at least by certain
percentage: e.g. change in the value of investment by at least by (+ or - or +/-
) 10%.

The trigger will be activated when value of the unit holding rises to 10% or
more at the close of any day on which the NAV is declared or the trigger will
be activated when value of the unit holding falls by 10% or more at the end
of any day on which the NAV is declared or the trigger will be activated
when value of the unit holding either rises by 10% or more or falls by 10%
or more on any day on which the NAV is declared.

C. Specific Date Trigger: e.g. The trigger will be activated on the specific date
stated by the Unit holder.

Under this facility investor may opt for the following action to be triggered:
(Alert notification by Email or SMS).

= Redemption of all / partial Units / specific amount;
= Switch over of all / partial Units / specific amount;
= Total amount or percentage of capital appreciation.

The following are the other conditions for ETP:

e Investors are requested to select any one trigger condition / action mentioned
under section A, B & C above. Multiple trigger condition / action will render
the application as invalid.

e In case investor opts for an “Alert”, a notification will be sent by SMS or e-
mail, as opted, on the day the “Trigger” condition is satisfied. Any
subsequent transaction has to be submitted by investor as per terms and
conditions of normal transaction.

e In case “Switch” option is selected, the same will be executed subject to the
minimum purchase / redemption criteria of the respective schemes being
satisfied. Else the trigger will not be executed.

e Units marked under lien or pledged in the scheme shall not be eligible for
ETP.

e NAVs of the schemes are declared at the close of the Business Day and
hence value of the Unit holder's investments based on the end of day NAV
will be considered as a base for activating the trigger. Accordingly, all the
redemptions / switches will be executed on the Business Day on which the
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event occurs.

e If the Plan / Option / Sub-Option of the target scheme where the units will be
switched is not indicated, units will be switched to the default option of the
target scheme.

e  Switch will be implemented on the day the trigger condition is satisfied. The
trigger is a one-time operation and will cease once it is exercised.

e Once a transaction is processed exercising trigger option, the same will not
be reversed and it will be final and binding.

If a trigger is not achieved and/or implemented due to reasons which are beyond
the control of Religare AMC, the AMC would not be held responsible. Trigger
facility is only a facility extended by the AMC for the convenience of the Unit
holder and does not form part of any scheme / fund objective.

Accounts Statements

For normal transactions (other than SIP/STP/SWP) during ongoing sale and
repurchase:

e The account statement reflecting the new or additional subscription as well as
redemption / switch of Units shall be despatched to the Unit holder within 5
Business Days from the date of receipt of request from the Unit holder.
However, under normal circumstances, the Mutual Fund shall endeavour to
despatch the Account Statement within 3 Business Days from the date of the
receipt of request from the Unit holder.

e For those Unit holders who have provided an e-mail address, the AMC will
send the account statement by e-mail.

e Unit holders will be required to download and print the documents after
receiving e-mail from the Mutual Fund. Should the Unit holder experience any
difficulty in accessing the electronically delivered documents, the Unit holder
shall promptly advise the Mutual Fund to enable the Mutual Fund to make the
delivery through alternate means. It is deemed that the Unit holder is aware of
all security risks including possible third party interception of the documents
and contents of the documents becoming known to third parties.

e The Unit holder may request for a physical account statement by
writing/calling the AMC/ISC/R&T. Under normal circumstances, the Mutual
Fund shall endeavour to despatch the Account Statement within 3 Business
Days from the date of the receipt of request from the Unit holder.

For SIP/STP/SWP Transactions:

e In case of SIP, STP and SWP transactions, the AMC will send account
statement once every quarter ending March, June, September and December
within 10 working days of the end of the respective quarter.

e However, the first Account Statement under SIP, STP and SWP transaction
shall be issued within 10 working days of the initial investment/transfer.

e Further soft copy of the account statement under SIP, STP and SWP
transaction will be e-mailed to the Unit holders to their e-mail address on a
monthly basis, if so mandated.

o In case of specific request received from investors, Mutual Fund shall provide
the account statement SIP, STP and SWP to the investors within 5 working
days from the receipt of such request without any charges.

Annual Account Statement:

e The Mutual Funds shall provide the account statement to the Unit holders who
have not transacted during the last six months prior to the date of generation of
account statements. The account statement shall reflect the latest closing
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balance and value of the units prior to the date of generation of the account
statement.

o The account statements in such cases may be generated and issued along with
the portfolio statement or Annual Report of the Scheme.

o Alternately, soft copy of the account statements shall be mailed to the
investors’ e-mail address, instead of physical statement, if so mandated.

For normal transactions as stated above, in the event the account has more than

one registered holder, the first named Unit holder shall receive the account

statements.

Dividend

» The dividend warrants shall be dispatched to the Unit holders within 30 days
of the date of declaration of the dividend.

» The dividend proceeds will be paid by way of ECS / EFT / NEFT / RTGS /
Direct credits / any other electronic manner if sufficient banking account
details are available with Mutual Fund for investor.

» In case of specific request for dividend by warrants or unavailability of
sufficient details with the Mutual Fund, the dividend will be paid by warrant
and payments will be made in favour of the Unit holder (registered holder of
the Units or, if there are more than one registered holder, only to the first
registered holder) with bank account number furnished to the Mutual Fund
(please note that it is mandatory for the Unit holders to provide the Bank
account details as per the directives of SEBI).

Redemption

(@) Redemption

The Unit holder can request for Redemption by specifying either the amount in
rupees to be redeemed or the number of units to be redeemed. Where both the
amount as well as number of units has been specified, the Fund will redeem based
on the number of units. Where the Unit holder has specified the amount to be
redeemed, the number of units redeemed will be the amount of redemption
divided by Redemption Price. Where the Unit holder specified the number of units
or amount in words and figures and there is mismatch between the
number/amount specified in words and figures, the redemption request will be
rejected.

In case the balance in Unit holder’s account does not cover the amount / units of
redemption request, the Fund may close the Unit holder’s account and send the
entire such balance to the Unit holders.

The minimum amount for Redemption is Rs. 1,000/- or 100 Units or account
balance, whichever is lower.

(b) How to Redeem

A Unit holder desiring to redeem can use a transaction slip for redemption request.
Completed transaction slip can be submitted at an ISC/OPA. Transaction slips can
be obtained from any of the ISCs/OPA.

In case the Units are standing in the names of more than one Unit holder, where
mode of holding is specified as ‘Jointly’, redemption requests will have to be
signed by all joint holders. However, in cases of holding specified as ‘Anyone or
Survivor’, any one of the Unit holders will have the power to make redemption
requests, without it being necessary for all the Unit holders to sign. However, in
all cases, the proceeds of the redemption will be paid only to the first-named
holder.

AMC reserves the right to provide the facility of redeeming units of the Scheme
through an alternative mechanism including but not limited to online transactions
on the Internet, as may be decided by the AMC from time to time. The alternative
mechanism may also include electronic means of communication such as
redeeming units online through the website of the AMC or any other website etc.
The alternative mechanisms would be applicable to only those investors who opt
for the same in writing and subject to investor fulfilling such conditions as AMC
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may specify from time to time.

Signature mismatches
If the AMC / Registrar finds a signature mismatch, while processing the
redemption / switch out request, then the AMC/ Registrar reserves the right to
process the redemption only on the basis of supporting documents confirming the
identity of the investors.

(c) Payment of Redemption Proceeds
i. For Unit holders having a bank account with certain banks with whom the
AMC may have an arrangement from time to time:

The redemption proceeds shall be directly credited to their account by way of EFT
/ NEFT / RTGS / Direct credits / any other electronic manner if sufficient banking
account details are available with Mutual Fund for investor. As per SEBI (MF)
Regulations, the Mutual Fund shall despatch Redemption proceeds within 10
Business Days of the date of Redemption. However, under normal circumstances,
the Mutual Fund would endeavor to credit the first / sole Unit holder's account
with the Redemption proceeds within 3 Business Days from the date of
Redemption.

ii. For other Unit holders not covered by (i) above and Unit holders covered by
(i) but have given specific request for Cheque/Demand Draft:

Redemption proceeds will be paid by cheque and payments will be made in favour
of the Unit holder with bank account number furnished to the Mutual Fund (please
note that it is mandatory for the Unit holders to provide the Bank account details
as per the directives of SEBI). Redemption cheques will be sent to the Unit
holders’ address.

All Redemption payments will be made in favour of the registered holder of the
Units or, if there is more than one registered holder, only to the first registered
holder.

As per SEBI (MF) Regulations, the Mutual Fund shall dispatch Redemption
proceeds within 10 Business Days of the Redemption date. A penal interest of
15% or such other rate as may be prescribed by SEBI from time to time, will be
paid in case the Redemption proceeds are not made within 10 Business Days of
the Redemption Date.

However, under normal circumstances, the Mutual Fund would endeavor to
despatch the Redemption cheque within 4 Business Days from the date of
redemption.

Note: The Trustee, at its discretion at a later date, may choose to alter or add other
modes of payment.

The redemption proceeds will be sent by courier or (if the addressee city is not
serviced by the courier) by registered post. The despatch for the purpose of
delivery through the courier /postal department, as the case may be, shall be
treated as delivery to the investor. The AMC / Registrar are not responsible for
any delayed delivery or non-delivery or any consequences thereof, if the despatch
has been made correctly as stated in this paragraph.

Redemption by NRIs/ Flls

Credit balances in the account of an NRI / FIl Unit holder, may be redeemed by
such Unit holder in accordance with the procedure described in SID and subject to
any procedures laid down by the RBI, if any. Payment to NRI / FII Unit holders
will be subject to the relevant laws / guidelines of the RBI as are applicable from
time to time (also subject to deduction of tax at source as applicable).
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In the case of NRIs

(i) Credited to the NRI investor's NRO account, where the payment for the
purchase of the Units redeemed was made out of funds held in NRO account
or

(ii) Remitted abroad or at the NRI investor's option, credited to his NRE / FCNR
/ NRO account, where the Units were purchased on repatriation basis and the
payment for the purchase of Units redeemed was made by inward remittance
through normal banking channels or out of funds held in NRE / FCNR
account.

In the case of Flls
Credit the net amount of redemption proceeds of such Units to the foreign
currency account or Non-Resident Rupee Account of the FIl investor.

Pursuant to Government of India Notification No. GSR (381) E dated May 3,
2000, transactions which are not specifically prohibited under the Foreign
Exchange Management (Current Account Transactions) Rules, 2000 or which are
not included in Schedule Il (transactions specified in this Schedule require prior
approval of the Government of India) or Schedule Il (transactions specified in
this Schedule require prior approval of Reserve Bank of India) may be permitted
by authorized dealers without any monetary / percentage ceilings subject to
compliance with the provisions of Section 10(5) of the Foreign Exchange
Management Act, 1999.

Effect of Redemption
The number of Units held by the Unit holder in his folio will stand reduced by the
number of Units redeemed.

Bank Details

In order to protect the interest of Unit holders from fraudulent encashment of
cheques, the current SEBI (MF) Regulations has made it mandatory for investors
to mention in their application /redemption request, their bank name and account
number.

The normal processing time may not be applicable in situations where such details
are not provided by investors / Unit holders. The AMC will not be responsible for
any loss arising out of fraudulent encashment of cheques and / or any delay / loss
in transit.

Delay in payment  of
redemption / repurchase
proceeds

The AMC shall be liable to pay interest to the Unit holders at 15% p.a. or such
other rate as may be prescribed by SEBI from time to time, in case the redemption
/ repurchase proceeds are not made within 10 Business Days of the date of
Redemption / repurchase. However, the AMC will not be liable to pay any interest
or compensation or any amount otherwise, in case the AMC / Trustee is required
to obtain from the investor / Unit holders verification of identity or such other
details relating to subscription for Units under any applicable law or as may be
requested by a regulatory body or any government authority, which may result in
delay in processing the application.

C. PERIODIC DISCLOSURES

Net Asset Value

This is the value per unit of the
scheme on a particular day. You
can ascertain the value of your
investments by multiplying the
NAV with your unit balance.

1. Dividend income from Mutual Fund received by Unit holders would be
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tax free in the hands of the Unit holders as per the provisions of section
10(35) of the Income-tax Act, 1961 (the Act).

The characterization of gains losses arising from sale / transfer of units as
capital gains or business income would depend on the classification of the
said units by the unit holder. It would depend on whether the unit holder has
classified such units as capital assets or as stock in trade.

Under Section 2(29A) of the Act, read with section 2(42A) of the Act, a unit
of a Mutual Fund is treated as a long term capital asset if the same is held for
more than 12 months. If the unit is held for 12 months or less, the same is
treated as a short term capital asset.

Taxation of Long Term Capital Gains

Under Section 112 of the Act, capital gains arising on the transfer of long
term capital assets are subject to tax at the rate of 20%. The capital gains
will be computed by deducting expenditure incurred in connection with such
transfer and indexed cost of acquisition of the unit from the sale
consideration. Further, the maximum tax payable on long term capital gains
on such units is restricted to 10% of capital gains calculated without
indexation of the cost of acquisition.

However, as per section 10(38) of the Act, long term capital gain arising
from the sale of a unit of an equity oriented fund is exempt from tax. In such
cases, at the time of sale of units (redemption) the unit holder will have to
pay a Securities Transaction Tax (STT) of 0.25% of the sale /
redemption value.

The income by way of long term capital gains of a company would be taken
into account in computing the book profits and Minimum Alternate Tax
payable, if any, u/s 115JB of the Act (irrespective of whether it is exempt
u/s 10(38)).

Further, in case of an individual or HUF where the total income as reduced
by the long term capital gains is below the maximum amount not chargeable
to tax i.e. Rs. 160,000 in case of all individuals, to Rs. 190,000 in case of
women and to Rs.240,000 in case of senior citizens, the long term capital
gains shall be reduced to the extent of the shortfall and only the balance long
term capital gains will be subject to the flat rate of taxation.

Taxation of Short Term Capital Gains

Short term capital gains arising to a unit holder will be taxed at the normal
rate applicable to that unit holder as per the provisions of the Act. The
capital gains will be computed by deducting expenditure incurred in
connection with such transfer and cost of acquisition of the unit from the
sale consideration.

The taxable/total income and the tax payable arising from short term
capital gains shall be computed in accordance with the tax rates applicable
to the investor.

However, as per section 111A of the Act, short term capital gain arising
from the sale of a unit of an equity oriented fund is taxable at the rate of
15%. In such cases, at the time of sale of units (redemption) the unit holder
will have to pay STT of 0.25% of the sale / redemption value.

Further, in case of an individual or HUF, being a resident, where the total
income as reduced by the short term capital gains as per section 111A is
below the maximum amount not chargeable to tax i.e. Rs. 160,000 in case of
all individuals, to Rs. 190,000 in case of women and to Rs.240,000 in case
of senior citizens, the short term capital gains as per section 111A shall be
reduced to the extent of the shortfall and only the balance short term capital

gains as per section 111A will be subject to the flat rate of taxation.

For the purposes of point 4 and 5 above,

An “equity oriented fund” is a fund where the investible funds are invested
in equity shares of domestic companies to the extent of more than 65% of
the total proceeds of such fund.

In addition to the aforesaid tax, surcharge at the following rates is also
payable:

In case of foreign companies at the rate of 2.5% where the total
income exceeds Rs.10,000,000

In case of domestic company at the rate of 7.5% where the total

In the case of an individual, HUF, Association of Persons (‘AOP’) or firm,
surcharge is NIL.

An education cess of 3% (inclusive of 1 % of additional cess for Secondary
and Higher education) on total income tax payable (including surcharge) is
payable by all categories of taxpayers.

The capital loss resulting from sale of units would be available for setting
off against other capital gains made by the investor and would reduce the
tax liability of the investor to that extent. However, losses on transfer of
long term capital assets would be allowed to be set-off only against gains
from transfer of long-term capital assets and the balance long-term capital
loss shall be carried forward separately for a period of eight assessment
years to be set off only against long-term capital gains. Further, as the long-
term capital gains on sale of units of equity oriented fund are exempt from
tax the losses from such units may not be allowed to be set off against other
gains.

Switching between units of a scheme will be effected by way of redemption
of units of the relevant option and reinvestment of the redemption proceeds
in the other units selected by the unit holder. Hence switching will attract the
same implications as applicable on transfer of such units.

Where a person buys any units within a period of three months before the
record date and sells such units within nine months after such date, the
dividend income on such units being exempt from tax, then the capital loss,
if any, on such sale to the extent of dividend income cannot be set off
against other gains.

Where a person buys units (original units) within a period of three months
before the record date, receives bonus units on such original units, and then
sells the original units within a period of nine months from the record date
and continues to hold the bonus units, then the loss incurred on the original
units shall not be allowed to be set off against other profits but shall be
deemed to be the cost of acquisition of the bonus units.

However, in cases which are not covered by clause 10 above, the cost of
acquisition of bonus units for the investors would be NIL, as provided by
section 55(2) of the Act.

The long term capital gains on transfer of units would be exempt from tax
under Section 54EC of the Act, subject to fulfillment of certain conditions
specified in the section. This section requires investments in specified bonds.

However, if the amount invested is less than the capital gains realized, only
proportionate capital gains would be exempt from tax.

Where the units are treated as stock in trade and the profits arising from the
sale of units are taxed under the head “Profits & Gains of business or
profession”, the STT paid by the unit holder would be allowed as
deduction under section 36 (1) (xv) of the Act in computing the total
income under the head “Profits or gains of business or profession”.

Long-term capital gains of notified Flls (specified as Flls by the
government) arising on sale/repurchase of equity shares and units, held for a
period of more than twelve months, would be taxed at the rate of 10% under
Section 115AD of the Act (subject to the exemption of tax on long-term
capital gains provided for in Sec. 10(38) of the Act, discussed elsewhere in
this document). The said tax rate would be increased by a surcharge of 10%
in case of corporate assessees. Further, an education cess of 3% would be
charged on amount of tax inclusive of surcharge.

Such gains would be calculated without inflation index and currency
fluctuations.

Short-term capital gains arising on sale/repurchase of units would be taxed
at 30% (15% if such short term capital gains are of the nature referred in
section 111A of the Act, discussed elsewhere in this document). The said
applicable tax rate would be increased by 10% surcharge in case of
corporate assesses. Further an education cess of 3% would be charged on
amount of tax inclusive of surcharge.

As per the provisions of Section 194K and 196A of the Act, no deduction of
tax at source shall be made from income credited or paid by a mutual fund to
a resident Unit holder.

As per circular no. 715 dated August 8, 1995 issued by the CBDT in case of
resident Unitholders, no tax is required to be deducted at source from capital
gains arising at the time of repurchase or redemption of the units.

However, with respect to short-term capital gains arising from sale of equity
oriented schemes, tax is required to be deducted at the rate of 15%. No
deduction of tax is required to be made from long term capital gains arising
to non residents from sale of units of equity oriented schemes.

In addition to the aforesaid tax, surcharge at the following rates is also
payable:

In case of foreign companies at the rate of 2.5% where the total
income exceeds Rs.10,000,000.

In case of domestic company at the rate of 7.5% where the total
income exceeds Rs.10,000,000.

As per circular no. 728 dated October 30, 1995 issued by the CBDT, in the
case of a remittance to a country with which a Double Tax Avoidance
Agreement (DTAA) is in force, the tax should be deducted at the rate
provided in the Finance Act of the relevant year or at the rate provided in the
DTAA, whichever is more beneficial to the assessee. In order for the
Unitholder to obtain the benefit of a lower rate available under a DTAA, the
Unitholder will be required to provide the Mutual Fund with a certificate
obtained from his Assessing Officer stating his eligibility for the lower rate.

As per Section 206AA of the Act, w.e.f 1 April 2010, every person who is
entitled to receive any sum or income or amount on which tax is deductible
at source, is required to furnish the Permanent Account Number (PAN) to
the person responsible for deducting such tax, failing which tax shall be
deducted at the rates as per the Act or rates in force or 20% whichever is
higher.

Mutual Fund units are exempt from wealth tax since they are no treated as
an asset for wealth tax purposes as per section 2(ea) of Wealth Tax Act,
1957.

Since the provisions of the Gift Tax Act, 1958 have ceased to apply with
effect from October 1, 1998, gift of units of mutual funds made on or after
October 1, 1998 will not be liable to Gift Tax under the Gift Tax Act, 1958.
However, pursuant to the Finance Act, 2009, Section 56 of the Income Tax
Act has been amended to provide that the value of any property, including
units of mutual funds, received without consideration or for inadequate
consideration on or after October 1, 2009 (from persons or in situations
other than those exempted under Section 56(2)(vii) of the Act) will be
included in the computation of total income of the recipient and be subject to
tax.

For the Mutual Fund

Religare Mutual Fund is a Mutual Fund registered with SEBI and as such is
eligible for benefits under Section 10(23D) of the Act. Accordingly, its
entire income is exempt from tax.

The Scheme being an equity oriented scheme, no additional tax under
section 115R of the Income-tax Act, 1961 is payable on income distribution,
if any, made by the Scheme.

Securities Transaction Tax (“STT”) is applicable on transactions of purchase
or sale of equity shares in a company or a derivative or units of Equity
Oriented Fund entered into on a recognized stock exchange and sale of units
of Equity Oriented Fund to the Mutual Fund.

D. COMPUTATION OF NAV

The Net Asset Value (NAV) per Unit under the Scheme will be computed by dividing the net assets of
the Scheme by the number of Units outstanding on the valuation day. The Mutual Fund will value its
investments according to the valuation norms, as specified in Schedule VIII of the SEBI (MF)
Regulations, or such norms as may be specified by SEBI from time to time.

A. NEW FUND OFFER (NFO) EXPENSES

Of the exit load or CDSC charged to the investor, a maximum of 1% of the redemption proceeds shall
be maintained in a separate account which can be used by the AMC to take care of marketing and
selling expenses. Any balance will be credited to the scheme immediately.

> The NSE and NSCCL have levied various penalties/ fines aggregating to Rs. 4.21 million on
Religare Securities Ltd (‘RSL’) during the period from April 2005 till October 31, 2010, for
various reasons, including reporting short collection of margins, violations observed during
inspection, violation of exposure limits in the future and option segment dealt for and on
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behalf of various clients, trading in option segment of the NSE, violation of client level limit
for trading in specified scrips, clearing shortage, non-submission of UCC details, delay in
monthly disclosures and delayed uploading of computer to computer link terminal data.

The BSE has levied various penalties/ fines aggregating to approximately Rs. 0.36 million on
RSL during the period from April 2005 till October 31, 2010 for various reasons, including
violation of trading limits in certain categories of scrips, entering into transaction on behalf of
certain specified clients (which led to price rise), violation of intra-day trading limits, violation
observed during inspection, violation of trading limits in Z group securities, bad delivery
charges, incorrect punching of individual orders in institutional category, late payouts,
modification of client codes, etc.

In addition to the above, NSDL has through certain letters levied penalties aggregating to Rs.
0.17 million and CDSL has levied a penalty of Rs. 500 since April 2005.

Pursuant to the said orders, the SEBI has restrained
RSL, among other stock brokers from buying, selling or dealing in the specified scrips of the
companies mentioned above, directly or indirectly, on behalf of certain promoters, directors
and clients specified by the SEBI from the date of the respective orders, until the receipt of
further orders from the SEBI. Subsequently, the SEBI has, pursuant to orders dated June 16,
2006, July 24, 2006, July 25, 2006 and September 26, 2006, in the matters of IFSL Limited,
Mega Corporation Limited, Karuna Cables Limited and Millenium Cybertech Limited,
respectively confirmed the ad interim orders. Subsequently, SEBI disposed off the
proceedings against RSL in IFSL; by consent orders disposed of adjudication proceedings in
relation to Mega Corporation Limited and Karuna Cables Limited and issued an
administrative warning in the matter of Millenium Cybertech Limited and later on vacated
the direction issued in millennium cybertech. The specific observations issued by SEBI
in these matters are as follows:

significant volume, i.e., up to 19.17% of net purchase, in the trading
of shares of the company while dealing on behalf of the
interconnected clients. The SEBI through its letter dated February
27, 2007 summoned RSL for production of documents in relation to
the alleged aiding and abetting the connected group of clients in
creating an artificial depth in the market to generate a buying interest
in the scrip and influencing the price of the scrip. RSL has complied
with the summons and has provided the requisite comments and
documents. Subsequently, SEBI has passed an order dated July 24,
2006 confirming the interim order. Further, the SEBI has, vide its
letter dated June 27, 2008, appointed an adjudicating officer jointly
in the concerned matter and in the matter of Karuna Cables Limited.
Pursuant to the same, RSL has filed an application dated August 18,
2008 for obtaining a consent order in the matter. The SEBI has
subsequently intimated that the independent High Powered Advisory
Committee has accepted the application of consent orders in the
matters of Mega Corporation Limited and Karuna Cables Limited
and has recommended that the matter may be settled on a payment of
Rs. one million within 15 days of issue of the said letter. RSL has
duly remitted the said sum of Rs. one million. Subsequently, vide its
consent order dated March 19, 2009, the SEBI has disposed off the
adjudication proceedings against RSL in the matters of Mega
Corporation Limited and Karuna Cables Limited.

Karuna The SEBI in its ad interim, ex-parte order dated November 29, 2005
Cables observed that RSL had a concentration of around 14% in terms of
Limited gross purchases during the relevant period. The SEBI through its

letter dated March 6, 2007 summoned RSL for explanation in
relation to nature of transaction, which indicate involvement in
manipulation in the market regarding this scrip. RSL has complied
with the summons and have provided the requisite comments and
documents. Subsequently, SEBI has passed an order dated July 25,
2006 confirming the interim order. Further, the SEBI has vide its
letter dated June 27, 2008 appointed an adjudicating officer jointly in
the concerned matter and in the matter of Mega corporation Limited.
Pursuant to the same, RSL has filed an application dated August 18,
2008 for obtaining a consent order in the matter. The SEBI has
subsequently intimated that the independent High Powered Advisory
Committee has accepted the application of consent orders in the
matters of Mega Corporation Limited and Karuna Cables Limited
and has recommended that the matter may be settled on a payment of
Rs. one million within 15 days of issue of the said letter. RSL has
duly remitted the said sum of Rs. one million. Subsequently, vide its
consent order dated March 19, 2009, the SEBI has disposed off the
adjudication proceedings against RSL in the matters of Mega
Corporation Limited and Karuna Cables Limited.

Millenium The SEBI in its ad interim, ex-parte order dated January 24, 2006
Cybertech observed that RSL among other brokers, had entered into
Limited synchronised deals on behalf of its clients specified in the order,
which helped in matching buyers and seller thereby buyers getting
desired sellers and vice versa. The SEBI further observed that the
promoters of Millenium Cybertech Limited offloaded their
shareholding in the company in an alleged arrangement between
interconnected clients, who have also appeared in the orders of the
SEBI relating to IFSL Limited, Mega Corporation Limited and
Karuna Cables Limited to manipulate the shares of ‘low cap’
companies and that the same would not have been possible without
being guided by a few brokers. Separately, in the same order, the
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SEBI noted that RSL was among the few brokers who have also
appeared in some of the orders passed by the SEBI in the case of
‘low cap’ stocks. Subsequently, the SEBI through its letter dated
April 7, 2006 summoned RSL to appear and provide information in
connection with the investigations instituted by the SEBI in the said
matter. The information required by the SEBI has been duly
provided. Further, an order has been passed on September 26, 2006
by the SEBI confirming the interim order. Finally, the SEBI vide its
letter dated May 22, 2007 has issued an administrative warning in
the concerned matter. Further, SEBI vide its order dated March 13,
2010 has vacated the directions issued vide its ad-interim ex parte
Order dated January 24, 2006 against RSL.

(b) Pursuant to an inspection of books and records of PMS division of RSL for the period
September 2004 to December 2005, SEBI has initiated an inquiry officer proceeding vide its
letter dated November 8, 2007. The company has duly submitted its reply to SEBI vide its
letter dated December 10, 2007 along with necessary documentary evidence denying the
observations contained in the show cause notice of the Enquiry Officer. Further, SEBI vide its
letter dated March 25, 2009 has issued a notice for conducting a hearing on April 24, 2009 in
the concerned matter, which was duly attended by the company officials and submissions
were made. Pursuant to above SEBI has issued a Show Cause Notice dated October 22, 2009
under Regulation 28 of SEBI (Intermediaries) Regulations 2008 as to why appropriate
penalty, as Designated Member consider appropriate should not be imposed on RSL. RSL has
submitted its reply to the notice. RSL has also been granted a personal hearing on January 8,
2010 in relation to the above show cause as per the letter from SEBI dated December 11,
2009. As the certificate of registration under the Portfolio Manager Regulations was
transferred to RAMCL from RSL, RAMCL has now made an application for consent order
dated January 12, 2010. Further SEBI vide its letter March 2, 2010 granted RSL an
opportunity to attend Internal Committee Meeting on March 11, 2010 with SEBI officials and
present the case. The meeting was duly attended by the officials of the Company. SEBI vide
its letter dated May 18, 2010 has communicated that the panel of Whole Time Members, SEBI
have not accepted the terms of consent. Accordingly, the Company has filed application for
consent order with revised terms of settlement on May 21, 2010. SEBI vide its consent order
dated September 27, 2010 has disposed of the proceedings initiated vide Show Cause Notice
dated October 22, 2009.

(©) Pursuant to an Inspection of books and records of Broking and Depository division conducted
by the SEBI, it has thereafter vide its letter dated November 30, 2009 initiated adjudicating
proceedings against RSL for the alleged violation of the SEBI Act, the Depositories Act,
1996, the Stock Broker Regulations, the Depository Regulations and certain SEBI circulars.
RSL has duly replied to the letter. Further SEBI vide its letter dated July 7, 2010 has in order
to conduct inquiry in the matter granted opportunity of hearing to RSL, which was duly
attended by the RSL officials.

(d) In case of TV commercial of Religare PSU Equity Fund, as open ended equity scheme, SEBI
vide its show cause notice dated November 13, 2009 stated that the display and voice over for
standard warning was less than 5 seconds and was unintelligible. The AMC has filed its
response with relevant supporting documents stating that display and voice over for standard
warning in TVC was 5 seconds and intelligible. SEBI granted personal hearing before the
Whole Time Member, SEBI. After considering the submission made by the AMC, Whole
Time Member, SEBI vide its order dated February 9, 2010 disposed of the proceeding
initiated vide the show cause notice dated November 13, 2009 with a direction to the AMC,
Mutual Fund and CEO of AMC to abide strictly by the stipulations on advertisement by
mutual funds, issued by SEBI from time to time, both in letter and spirit.
